Terms & Conditions

Deposit  A deposit of £100 (UK tours),  £200 (Germany) and £100 (France) per person is required with your completed booking form, this  reserves your place on your chosen tour. On receipt a booking confirmation will be issued showing the date your balance is due. Any tour booked within 60 (Europe) 30 (UK) days prior to departure must be paid in full.

   Balance of payment

The balance of payment for your tour must be made 30 days prior to departure (UK tours) and 60 days prior to departure (Europe). Failure to pay by these dates may result in the loss of deposit and cancellation of your tour. To avoid surcharges all our European tours are priced in euros and the final price will be determined by the exchange rate at the time the final invoice is issued. Anyone wishing to pay in full when the exchange rate is favourable may do so without any further payment. On receipt of the balance, a receipt will be sent along with all the relevant details you require for your tour.

    If you cancel

All cancellations must be in writing and the following terms apply

· Up to 30 (UK) (60 Europe) days before departure, a full refund less £40 per person

· Between 50 and 45 days before departure, 50% refund.

· Less than 40 days before departure, no refund.

To overcome this possibility we strongly recommend you taking out Holiday cancellation Insurance from your local broker..

   Transfer of booking

In the event of you having to cancel you may transfer your booking to another person. However you will be liable for any administration costs and are responsible for your nominee paying their monies in full. 

   If we cancel

We would not do this lightly but must reserve the right to cancel a tour. In such an event we would offer you an alternative if this was not acceptable we would give you a full refund. Team UK Advanced will not be held responsible or offer a refund/compensation in the following situations: war, riots, civil unrest, terrorism, natural disaster or any unforeseen cancellations due to industrial disputes and/or weather. 

   Tour changes

Arrangements for your tour are made months in advance it is therefore inevitable that changes can occur. In most cases these changes will be minor and not effect your holiday. However, in the event of any major change we will advise you ASAP, you may (a) continue the tour with the new itinerary (b) accept an alternative of same or similar value (c) cancel your holiday with a complete refund.

   Your responsibilities

b) Be a competent rider with a machine that is road legal, mechanically sound and of a type suitable for touring.

c) Hold a valid certificate of Insurance covering machine, rider and pillion.

d) To have the ability to get yourself and or bike home in the event of breakdown or accident.

 For overseas tours you must have the following documents

e) Valid UK passport (ensure visa not required if non UK)

 f) Basic medical insurance Form (this is available free from post office)

g) European insurance cover for your bike, this must include repatriation in the event of accident or serious breakdown

h) Personal travel Insurance for yourself and pillion (if any). This must include medical cover including any possible 

    repatriation in the event of serious illness or accident. We also recommend you include cancellation cover.

Taking out Breakdown and Personal insurance (g & h) are compulsory on our European tours and we will require a photocopy of the policies before departure.
